How to Send Information From Eyes Web to Processing

Our EyesWeb computer will be PC1, our Processing computer shall be PC2.

1: Plug a network cable from PC1 to PC2.

2: Set the IP address on both computers. To do this open up Network Connections through the desktop shortcut or through the Control Panel.
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3: Right-click on Local Area Connection and click on Properties.

4: Click on Internet Protocol (TCP/IP) and click on the Properties button below it. This will open up a corresponding window.
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5: Click on Use the following IP address. Set the IP address on PC1 to the following:

198.162.0.1

Clicking on Subnet mask will set it to 255.255.255.0. Now click on OK to close this window. Click on OK on Local Area Connection Properties to close that window.

6: On PC2 set the IP address to the following:

198.162.0.2

Close the windows on PC2 by OKing the changes as you did on PC1.

7: Test the connection. To do this open the Command Prompt on PC1.
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8: When the Command Prompt is open type in the following:

ping 198.162.0.2

This will send data to the other computer to check the connection. You should see the following on the Command Prompt:
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If the request times out there is some discrepancy in the connection. Check the cable and the IP addresses.

9: Now you can set the host to communicate with on EyesWeb. This will be the IP address of PC2
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10: On PC2 you can now set the host to receive data from on Processing. This will be the IP address of PC1
